= Program Description: Describe the nature of the request; specifically describe how the request furthers the goals
of the MYTF.
= Youth Involvement: Describe how youth are involved in the planning, implementation, and evaluation.
= Budget and Narrative: Include a detailed budget and narrative of how the funds will be spent.
= |dentification of Administrator: Specify individual responsible for Sponsorship and who will attend MYTF
meetings. Please give complete contact information.
¢ Requests for MYTF Sponsorships must be made between July 1, 2007, and June 1, 2008.

++ Within two months of Sponsorship completion, a final written report must be submitted to the MYTF.
